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Preface

Primary level constructs the foundation of education. A set of well-defined targets and
properly planned primary education provide strengths to the entire education system.
Keeping this in mind, the primary level has been given supreme importance in the
Education Policy, 2010. Increasing the span and inclusiveness of primary education, in
line with practices in developed countries, has been emphasised. Special attention has
been given to ensure that no child’s access to education is hindered by social and economic
status, religion, ethnicity and or gender identity.

With a view to addressing the need, the new
revised textbook aims at enabling the learners to perform their day-to-day activities in any
English-speaking context. As such, the textbook has been designed to facilitate their
effective communication through four basic language skills, proper pronunciation, and
integration of both local and global cultures, inclusiveness and skills like critical thinking,
problem solving and creativity.
